Literature Circles Final Project

For your final project, you must complete one assignment from each row provided below. You may combine any three projects from any of the columns, but you must have one project on character, one on plot, and one on theme. You may discuss the elements with your group, but you must have your own, original project to submit at the end.
	Character
	Make a “wanted” poster for one of the main characters.  Give a physical description & picture, what she/he has done, what the reward is, and who to contact.  Also indicate whether she/he is wanted dead or alive.


	Select one character from your novel and write an account of what would happen if you brought her/him to your school for a day. Consider the following: How would she/he fit it with the other students?  How might she/he react to the rules?  How would she/he dress and how would people react? What might she/he find interesting?


	Select a character from the book.  Then select 2 quotations from the text that you feel reveal the character’s personality.  Write a poem or rap that explains what those quotations/sentences tell you about the character.  Include which page(s) the quotations/sentences came from.

	Plot
	Think about the events that happened in your novel.  Decide which scenes from the novel a character would want to remember.  Then create several of these "photos" for a scrapbook album page.
	Write and perform an original song that tells the story (the important events) of the book.


	Create a newspaper page for your story.  Summarize the plot in one of your articles.  Cover the weather in another.  Include an editorial and a collection of ads that would be pertinent to the story.

	Theme
	Choose a song that you feel represents the theme of your book. Print the lyrics of this song and write an explanation of how this song reveals the theme of your book.


	Create a one-man skit that reveals the theme of your book.  You must include your dialogue, along with stage directions, as if this were an actual script for someone to follow.


	Create a postcard for your novel. On the front, draw an image depicting the setting(s) of your novel. On the back, write a message to anyone you choose explaining how the setting supports the theme of your novel.
